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It is very heart-warming to see the efforts of our students as they have fundraised and
made donations to the Haiti Relief Fund. Over $2,000 was raised by our K-12 students.
Thank you parents for teaching your children to be caring and compassionate individuals,
and for teaching them to demonstrate their care by contributing in some way to those that
are in need!

Our students are well into the second half of the school year and are encouraged to focus
on their academic work, as we have four months of school left to this school year. In keep-
ing with Manitoba Education requirements, we have recently completed and have re-
ported on the following assessments: Grade 7 Student Engagement, Grade 8 Reading
Comprehension and Expository Writing, and Grade 7 Number Sense and Number Skills.
Parents of Grades 7 and Grade 8 students will soon be receiving in the mail the results of
these assessments. Feel free to discuss any questions related to the above assessments
with the subject teachers or school administration.

St. Maurice Basketball teams performed very well this year. A number of our teams have
made it to the playoff round. I wish to extend a huge thank you to all our coaches for your
dedication to the teams. The badminton players will be hitting the courts next as their sea-
son will be commencing soon. Soccer is just around the corner as well.

Over the past few weeks all of our Grades 7 to Grade 11 students will have attended a class-
by-class presentation related to their academic course choices for the next school year. All
of these students will have received a Course Option Booklet and a re-registration form for
the 2010/11 school year. I encourage you to discuss with your child the various options
that may be available at his or her grade level. If you have any questions do not hesitate to
call the school. I ask that you assist us in our planning by completing and returning to
school no later than March 19th the re-registration form that was provided to your child.
After this date, decisions will be made regarding enrolment for 2010/11. We cannot guar-
antee our existing students, who have not re-registered, a space after March 19th. It is very
important for your child’s continued attendance at St. Maurice that we receive a re-
registration form by the deadline of March 19th, 2010. Students entering Grades 7-12 next
year will select their course options in late May once the school’s master timetable has
been built.

I would like to thank all of the parents who have supported our school fundraisers held
throughout this school year including the latest one, the QSP Magazine Program. As we
receive 50% of the funding that provincial schools receive, and no funds for maintaining
our school building, every dollar raised helps to keep our tuition costs at a level that is af-
fordable.

Our celebration of Easter this year falls quite early on our calendar, April 4th. T wish all of
you a Happy Easter filled with the new life given to us by our re-born Christ.

How Do I Sign Up to Volunteer at SMS?
